i. Last year’s Preparedness Fair was very successful. We gave away two tornado shelters, free food, very many yeti products, and other preparedness goodies. We also had a backhoe rodeo and a first responder tug-o-war challenge. 
ii. Past participants includes: local fire and police departments, Sheriff’s Office, Red Cross, Salvation Army, CareFlite, Texas Forestry Service, Texas Health, and very many pipeline industries.

V. Agenda
a. Justin Hodges from the Cleburne Fire Department (Cleburne EMC) gave a presentation about their hazmat team. 
i. The purpose is to contain and control hazmat spills in Cleburne
ii. Equipment includes: Rescue 3 (truck), rescue supplies, and 4 levels of hazmat suits
iii. Team – there are 9 people trained as hazmat technicians during each shift (27 total)

b. Doug Beck from Philips 66
i. Philips 66 has pipelines that run through Johnson County. They got 2 calls this past week where the callers had suspected gas and had not called 911
ii. Every 1 call they get about digging, there are 5 people who are digging that did not call
iii. Encouraged people to call 811 before digging and to call 911 if you smell gas
VI. Unfinished Business 
a. Emergency notification for Johnson County Emergency Management
i. Very active Facebook and twitter accounts where watches/warnings, road closures, events, and other topics are posted for the public
ii. Everbridge – program that allows related groups to communicate. A call/text/email is sent out to announce a phone conference at a set time. It has been used to discuss appropriate actions regarding an ice storm such as school closings, road closures, weather updates, etc.
iii. Emergency Ops App – Free app that displays accidents, fires, road closures, and events in Johnson County. Also sends push notifications alerting users of inclement weather. Can also be used to register tornado shelters, volunteers, and report incidents.

a. We are in the planning process of hosting a tabletop exercise within our LEPC with Enterprise Products Operating. The scenario will be pipeline response
